That's a pretty comforting notion—
especially now in the already short and growing even
shorter days of November. It's the sun-warmed stone,
and then some.

Paul speaks to us of justice as well, but points out
that it is not a passive thing. To be treated justly, we
need to do our fair share. If we are diligent and perse-
vere we will be rewarded with and by the fruits of our
labor. Lastly, Luke, too, tells us to persevere—in faith,
this time—and our lives will be secure in God regardless
of how we are treated by our enemies.
