Third Sunday of Lent 

March 19, 2017 

While we were still sinners  
Christ died for us.  

— Romans 5:8 

THIRSTING FOR LIFE-GIVING WATERS 
 Especially during the Lenten, Holy Week, 
and Easter seasons, the prayer texts of the Eastern 
Church revel in paradoxical images of Christ: the 
eternal life who is put to death, the host of the sup-
per who is also its meal, the thirsty crucified one 
with living water streaming from his side. These im-
ages flow from the evangelists’ portrayals of Jesus 
and from his very ministry, during which he often 
upset or reversed people’s expectations about him 
or the ways of God. This “reversal” is at play in to-
day’s Gospel, as Jesus speaks to an enemy for-
eigner who is also a woman beneath his status. In 
addition he, the thirsting one, shows the woman to 
be the one truly thirsting. He—whose parched lips 
will say “I thirst” before he dies—is the source of life 
and life-giving water. Lent calls upon us to dwell on 
how each of us is thirsting for Christ, and it leads 
us, ultimately, back to the life-giving waters of our 
baptism into his Body.

There will be 5 collections in total 
taken for our St. Vincent de Paul Out-
reach Ministry this year at St. 
Frances Cabrini. Although we do not 
have a dedicated office to take the 
calls, we have the ability take infor-
mation and forward it to the volunteers 
of SFC’s SVdP who will  in turn figure 

out how to best serve those in need with the information 
provided  Many people call St. Frances Cabrini in need of 
help. It is because of your generosity and the dedication of a 
small group of people that work behind the scenes that we 
are able to provide not only assistance within reason but to 
have  a Food Bag Give-away 3 Tuesdays of each month.  

SVdP of Santa Clara County has North County, South 
County and South/East County Conferences. The ability to 
help one person or one family find shelter for a few nights, 
put food on the table, pay for gas to get them to work, or pay 
their heating bill in cold weather is dependent on our St. 
Frances Cabrini parishioners when the collections for SVdP 
are taken. We are considered the South County Conference 
with approximately 9 other churches in the Conference.  
Some churches donate their SVdP collections to local chari-
ties such as Sacred Heart or Martha’s Kitchen. Other 
churches keep their SVdP donations to help fund and serve 
their own local community. We are one of those churches 
and we serve the local  community of Cambrian Park. 

Resources can be stretched to the limit and there will be 
times where another church will be called to assist should 
the need arise. It is time-consuming and labor intensive but 
always a labor of love for those less fortunate even if it 
means that a good part of the day will be spent on the 
phone when a particular complex need comes in, success is 
found and one person or one family is able to hold on and 
move forward in hope because of that extra push to get 
them over the hump.  

The services and assistance programs offered by a local 
SVdP ‘Conference’ will vary. However each location is fo-
cused on serving those in need, including low income sen-
iors, families with children, and the most vulnerable in socie-
ty and Santa Clara County. While limited, it can provide fi-
nancial assistance for paying bills such as rent, electric, utili-
ties, food, and other basic needs. for those in their local 
communities. St. Frances Cabrini is proud to have a SVdP 
ministry that can be depended on to help those in our Cam-
brian Park community. Please look for the April 30th Special 
Collection SVdP envelope included with your monthly enve-
lopes. Your generosity to this collection keeps our pantry 
stocked with the added ability to help those in our communi-
ty.

Here at The Jesuit Retreat Center, each retreatant has his or 
her own private room with a bath, the opportunity to enjoy 38 
hilly, tranquil acres with numerous trails and delicious meals 
in a dining room with a view of the whole valley. Weekend 
retreats usually begin with a reception Friday evening, fol-

lowed by dinner and a first presentation on the theme of the 
retreat. If it is a silent retreat, silence begins after the presen-
tation as we walk to Rossi Chapel for Mass. The remainder of 

the weekend has additional presentations and Masses, op-
portunities for individual conferences, Reconciliation, perhaps 
a healing service — and very notably, the occasion to relax, 
rest, pray, and step away for a while from all the distractions 

of life. The retreat concludes with lunch on Sunday.
